2008) and more than eighty scholarly articles
published in St. Petersburg, Moscow and foreign editions including Acta
musicologica. She is the editor of several academic collections. Braginskaya
has taken part in more than forty scientific conferences in Russia, Ukraine,
Belarus, Great Britain, Italy, Lithuania, Latvia, Poland as a reporter and an
organizer; scholar of the Paul Sacher Stiftung, Basel, Switzerland (2011).
